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1. St Antony Chapel – Location and History

Location:

If you cross Belman and proceed in

Padubudri-Karkal state highway towards Karkal,

you can see giant rock on your left and a small

chapel on your right. That is the chapel of St Antony

of Pakala.

History:

Long ago, when there was no transport

facility available, people were walking the

destination to earn their daily bread. Fisher-women

were visiting the villages to sell the fish they

brought. Barter system was still prevailing at that

time. Accordingly, they used to exchange fish for

rice, paddy, vegetable and firewood and would

return to their place by evening.

There was tradition to stay/rest at the

ancestral house of Certain Raay D’Silva. Once it so

happened, the fisher women were taking rest after

selling their merchandise. When they were ready

to leave in the evening, they could not lift the

baggage full of firewood; it was too heavy. They

emptied one wooden piece from their baggage. And

then only they could lift the baggage. The elder of

the house inspected the wooden piece and found
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it to be a statue of St Antony. They installed the

wooden statue at their residence with due

reverence. Since then, the devotion of St. Antony

gained the popularity. From the time of late Francis

D’Silva to the time of late Piad D’Silva, the devotion

continued at their residence. By the time passed,

the devotion spread amongst the non-Christians

too, for they were getting the favours for their

intentions. For all the favours received by Christians

and non-Christians, proof speaks for itself. Another

incident happened in the area. A person was

transporting stollen wood on his bullock cart and

passing through the chapel. At once the cart got

struck and couldn’t move either forward/

backward. Only after that person came down in

front of the statue, poured the oil and lighted the

lamp in front of the statue, the cart moved. As

people were getting favours when their children

and livestock were sick they used to light candle,

offer oil and other articles as a mark of gratitude

for the favours received.

As the years passed by, the house in which

the statue was kept started becoming old. The

elders of the area discussed with the leader of the

house Piad D’Silva and asked his permission to

establish the statue in the public forum. SVP
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adopted the family and offered all the assistance

they needed. In 1973,  a committee was formed to

establish the statue in the public forum. The

committee members John Mathias, Remedia

D’Souza, Alphonsus Agera, Late Mathias D’Silva,

Late Thomas Menezes, Late Basil Noronha, Late

Francis D’Silva, Late Joseph D’Silva visited

neighbouring houses, collected the donation and

built a small chapel and was blessed by Fr Nicholus

T. Pereira.

Non-Christians around this area visit this

chapel, pour the oil, light the lamp and pray before

beginning any work.  A certain non-Christian

businessman visits the shrine daily and lights the

lamp and then only proceeds to commence the

business.  So in this area St Antony is famously

known as ‘Pakalada Dever’ – ‘God of Pakala’. The

passersby have the tradition to visit the shrine and

light the lamp. On June 10, 2018 the relic of St

Antony was brought from Padua, Italy and was

ceremoniously brought in procession from Belman

church to Pakala and installed in the chapel.

From the past many years, the titular feast

of St Antony is being celebrated on June 13 and

Feast of relic on February 15 respectively. On every

Tuesday there is mass and Novena, on first Tuesday
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of every month there is adoration of the Blessed

Sacrament, mass and novena.  Many devotees from

different places gather, pray and obtain grace from

God through the intercession of St Antony.

2. Life of St Antony

St Antony of Padua, Antony also spelled

Antony, Italian Sant’Antonio da Padova, original

name Fernando Martins de Bulhões, (born 1195,

Lisbon, Portugal—died June 13, 1231, Arcella,

Verona [Italy]; canonized 1232; feast day June 13),

Franciscan friar, doctor of the church, and patron of

the poor. Padua and Portugal claim him as their

patron saint, and he is invoked for the return of lost

property.

Antony was born into a wealthy family and

was raised in the church. He joined the Augustinian

canons in 1210 and probably became a priest. In

1220 he joined the Franciscan order, hoping to

preach to the Saracens (Muslims) and be martyred.

On his way to Morocco, he became seriously ill and

was forced to return home. However, his ship back

to Portugal was blown off course and eventually

landed in Sicily. Because of his continuing poor

health, he was not allowed to pursue his missionary

work among the Saracens. Instead, he taught

theology at Bologna, Italy, and at Montpellier,
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Toulouse, and Puy-en-Velay in southern France. He

won great admiration as a preacher and was noted

for his simple yet profound teaching of the Catholic

faith. He died en route to Padua, Italy, where he is

buried.

Antony was the most celebrated of St Francis

of Assisi’s followers and had the reputation of a

miracle worker. On January 16, 1946, Pope Pius XII

declared him a doctor of the church. In art he is

shown with a book, a heart, a flame, a lily, or the

child Jesus. Among his authentic writings are

sermons for Sundays and feast days, published at

Padua in three volumes in 1979.

3. St Antony the wonder-worker

1. Sermon to the Fishes

The story goes that one day Antony went to

Rimini where there were a lot of heretics. He started

to preach, but they did not want to listen to him

and they even mocked him. In a dramatic gesture,

Antony went to the seashore, saying, ”Because you

show yourself unworthy of God’s word, behold, I

turn to the fishes so that your unbelief may be

shown up more clearly”. As he spoke of God’s care

for those creatures that live in the waters, a shoal of

fish swam near to the bank, partly thrusting
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themselves out of the water and appearing to listen

carefully. At the end of his sermon, the Saint blessed

them and they swam away. In the meantime, so

deep was the impression made upon the onlookers

that many hurried back to the city imploring their

friends to come and see the miracle, while others

burst into tears asking forgiveness. Soon after a

great multitude gathered around the Saint, who

exhorted them to turn back to God. So through this

sermon, the city of Rimini was purged of heresy.

2. Aleardino’s Glass

During the Renaissance, artists drew

inspiration from the remains of Greco-Roman

antiquity and this is why all the characters of the

scene are dressed as ancient Romans. One day a

knight called Aleardino da Salvaterra arrived in

Padua. This knight had always despised Catholics,

believing them to be ignorant and gullible. One

day, while dining, his tablemates started telling him

with great enthusiasm of the many miracles

performed by St Antony. As a reaction, Aleardino

emptied his glass and said, “If he whom you

consider to be a saint will prevent this glass from

breaking when it hits the ground, I will believe

everything you are telling me about him.” He then

threw the glass to the floor with all his strength and
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quite unbelievably, the glass did not break. It is

even said that the hard tiles on which it fell broke

instead of the glass. Faced by this inexplicable

phenomenon, Aleardino believed and was

converted.

3. The Heretic’s Mule

The city of Toulouse was a centre of the

Cather heresy, which denied the goodness of the

material world and also the Real Presence of Christ

in the Eucharist. Antony engaged in several public

debates with them but, although they could not

out-argue him, they were not yet ready to give in.

One day, one of them demanded a miraculous

proof, “If you can make my mule bow down before

what you call the Body of Christ, I will believe”.

Antony didn’t want to put God to the test, but

naturally there was no way he could avoid this

challenge and so he agreed, leaving the outcome

to God. For three days the heretic kept his mule

penned up without food. On the third day, a great

crowd gathered in the city square. Antony

celebrated Mass in a little chapel and at the end he

came out carrying the Blessed Sacrament.

Meanwhile, the hungry mule had also been brought

along and a suitable fodder was placed in front of

the starved animal. Antony called out, “Mule! Come
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here and show reverence to your Creator!” At once

the animal came towards Antony and bowed its

head and knees before the Sacrament. The owner

of the mule and many heretics were reconciled to

the Church.

4. The Re-attached Foot

A young man of Padua called Leonardo

went to St Antony to make his confession. Among

his other sins, he confessed that he had once kicked

his mother so hard that she had suffered a nasty

fall. Antony muttered under his breath, “The foot

that strikes father or mother deserved to be cut off.”

Of course, he did not intend his words to be taken

literally. The young man, not understanding the

meaning of his words, returned home, took a

hatchet and chopped off his foot. The news soon

reached the ears of poor Antony. He followed the

youth’s grieving parents to their house and made

his way to the young man’s bedroom. He prayed,

holding the severed foot close to the leg, made the

sign of the cross and instantly the foot became

attached to the leg. The young man jumped up,

giving praise to the Lord and thanksgiving to

Antony, who had healed his leg in this truly

miraculous way.
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5. The Drowned Child

In Lisbon, Portugal aboy called Parrisio

decided to go on a boat trip with other boys but

without telling his parents. Suddenly, a violent

storm broke out and the boat capsized. While the

other boys, who were older and knew how to swim,

managed to save themselves, Parrisio drowned.

Upon hearing this tragedy, the boy’s mother ran to

the beach and pleaded with the sailors to recuperate

the body. They lowered their nets and soon were

able to draw out Parrisio’s lifeless body, which they

gave to the desperate mother. On the next day, the

family wanted to take the body to church for the

funeral and subsequent burial. But the mother did

not allow this. She continued to pray to St. Antony,

promising that if her child were brought back to

life she would consecrate him to the Franciscan

Order. On the third day, in front of his parents and

relatives, the boy suddenly awoke as though from

a deep sleep; the mother’s prayers to the Lord,

through the intercession of St. Antony had been

answered. When he became older, Parrisio entered

the Franciscan Order and always joyfully told his

fellow friars of the wonder God had performed for

him through the intercession of St. Antony.
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6. Tommy & St. Antony’s Bread

Tommy was a 20-month- old boy who lived

with his parents near the Basilica. His mother had

left him playing in the kitchen, where there was a

large pot on the fire with boiling water in it. The

little boy took a stool and started to peep into pot.

He saw his own reflection and wanted to touch it.

But in doing so, he fell into the boiling water. Soon,

the mother was back and when she saw Tommy’s

feet sticking up out of the pot, she run to pull him

out.  But the boy was already dead. The poor

mother’s screams roused the whole neighbourhood

and soon a crowd gathered at the house, including

some friars from the Basilica. Seeing the friars, the

woman was reminded of the wonderful miracles

done by St. Antony and began to pray loudly for

his help, promising to donate her child’s weight in

bread to the poor if he were restored to life. While

the mother was still praying, Tommy arose as if

from a deep sleep.

7. Eurilia’s Case

A young girl in Padua called Eurilia had

followed her mother in one of her visits to an old

lady. She stayed outside to gather sticks and twigs

for the fire. After a while, at the end of her visit, the

mother came out and found her daughter floating
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on a muddy pond, face up. Somehow, Eurilia had

slipped into the water and drowned. The poor

woman waded in and dragged the body up on to

the road, but the young girl seemed lifeless. The

poor mother started to cry and a small crowd

gathered around her. One of the men present saw

that the girl was cold and rigid and said that she

was dead. At this point, in her anguish the mother

begged the Saint to pray to Christ to save her

daughter, “Oh please, St. Antony, give me back my

daughter.” Shortly after this simple prayer,

everyone could see that Eurilia’s lips began to twitch

and then she started to throw out the water she had

swallowed. After a short while, through the merits

of St. Antony, Eurilia grew warm again and came

back to life.

8 A Dead Man Speaks

In Lisbon, the city where St. Antony was

born, there were two people who hated each other

to death. One evening, the son of one of them met

the son from the rival family, which was living close

to St. Antony’s parents’ home. Filled with hatred,

and seeing that no one else was around, he stabbed

the other young man to death. He then buried the

corpse in the garden of Antony’s father. Martin,

Antony’s father, tried to prove his innocence, but
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the grisly evidence found in the family garden was

enough to convict the poor man of the murder.

Just when things were at their worst, God

revealed to Antony, who was in Padua, the plight

of his father. Immediately, the Saint obtained

permission to go away for a night. The distance

from Padua to Lisbon is approximately 1,200 miles,

but Antony was there in a couple of hours through

divine intervention. In the court room the Saint

asked that the body of the murdered man be

produced immediately. Antony approached the

corpse and in a firm voice asked the man to tell

who had killed him. To the amazement of all, the

corpse sat up and clearly said the name of the

murderer and attested the innocence of Antony’s

father, who was freed at once. The revived man then

turned to Antony and asked absolution from his

sins, then he died again. Miraculously, the next day

the Saint was back in Padua. After all, he had asked

permission to be away only overnight.

9. The miser’s heart

 The funeral of a rich man was being

celebrated with great pomp in a city in Tuscany.

Antony was present and is said to have commented

that the dead man did not deserve such honour since
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he had exploited and oppressed the poor. “His

heart is in his money-box”, said the Saint, echoing

our Lord’s words that “where your treasure is, there

your heart will be too”. So far, so good; but the story

goes on to say that, following Antony’s words, a

surgeon was called in, who cut open the dead body

and found no heart! A little later, when the family

opened the dead man’s treasure chest, there was

the heart! As a result, the dead man was not buried

in the splendid mausoleum that he had prepared

for himself, but in a cave by the river. In the center

of the fresco you can see the surgeon opening the

body of the miser and on the left a relative of the

rich man who has just found his heart in the money-

box.

10.  A violent husband

This miracle took place in a city in Tuscany.

There was a knight in the area who was outstanding

for his nobility and his wealth, but he easily gave

way to outbursts of anger. One day his wife, a

virtuous lady, probably replied to him harshly.

Overcome with rage, he beat her, raining punches

and kicks upon her; he dragged her by her hair all

throughout the house; eventually he stabbed her,

leaving her at the point of death. Servants and

family members picked the woman up and gently
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laid her down on her bed. In the meantime, the

knight began to regret his beastly behaviour and

ran to St. Antony, who was living in the city at that

time. The man fervently begged St. Antony to come

and help his poor wife. The saint hurried to the

house together with the husband; he knelt down,

asking God to give the dying woman life and health.

When Antony prayed over her, she rose up

completely well again.

11. The Speaking Infant

A nobleman was very jealous of his wife. He

had no reason to doubt of her love and fidelity.

When his wife had their first child, he refused to

recognize the baby as his own. He was more than

sure that the child was the fruit of his wife’s

infidelity. No matter how much the woman tried

to assure him that she had not been with another

man, he continued to reject his infant son. In her

desperation, the wife and mother came to St.

Antony for help. The Saint talked to the nobleman

for hours, and finally succeeded in making him see

the absurdity behind his jealousy. Just then a nurse

brought in the infant. Instantly, his old state of mind

returned. At this point Antony turned to the child

and said, “In the name of Jesus Christ, speak and

tell who your father is!” The infant pointed to the
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nobleman and, in a voice of a child years older, he

said, “There is my father!” With that the father broke

down in tears and took the child in his arms.  This

is how Antony saved a family and a marriage from

the pitfalls of gossip and slander.

12. The Liberation of Padua

A few years after St. Antony’s death,

Ezzelino extended his dominion by brute force to

all of the main cities in the Veneto Region: Verona,

Vicenza, Treviso, Feltre, Belluno and Padua. In

1254, four years after the death of Emperor

Frederick II, Ezzelino was excommunicated by

Pope Innocent IV, who also launched a crusade

against him. Padua was therefore besieged by the

Pope’s forces, which wanted to free the city of

Ezzelino’s tyranny. The Blessed Luke asked for St.

Antony’s help so that the pope’s army may be

successful. Naturally, it’s not only Blessed Luke

who was praying, but with him were praying the

citizens of Padua who were still in bondage within

the city’s walls. St. Antony appeared to two

Franciscan friars (one of them is probably the

Blessed Luke Belludi) and foretold them about the

imminent liberation of Padua from Ezzelino’s

tyranny. This is what actually occurred in 1256

when Ezzelino’s troops were driven out from
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Padua. The citizens of the city were finally free; their

prayers had been answered through the

intercession of St. Antony.

13. The Saint of Miracles

As we know Antony died in 1231 and was

buried for the time being in a little church dedicated

to the Virgin Mary Mater Domini, Mother of God,

while waiting for the Basilica to be at least partially

completed so that the body could be kept in a much

worthier tomb. His funeral took place on the

following Tuesday.  On the day of the funeral, a

woman came whose name deserves to be

remembered. She was called Cunizza and had been

ill for a year. A great tumour had formed on her

shoulder and she was only able to walk by hobbling

along with the aid of crutches. Coming to the tomb,

where Antony had just been buried in, she

prostrated herself in prayer. A little while later she

realised that the swelling had disappeared, leaving

her skin smooth and clear. She threw aside her

crutches and stood upright with tears of joy and

she went home giving thanks to God and her dear

friend St Antony.
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4. The Miracle of Tongues

Endowed with great natural gifts, enjoying

excellent health, a powerful voice, combined with

great eloquence, an  admirable delivery, a perfect

knowledge of the Scriptures and theology, he was,

soon after his ordination, sent to preach in France,

Italy and Portugal. 

Although in his youth he had never spoken

anything but Portuguese, he, like the apostles after

Pentecost, received that wonderful gift of tongues,

which not only enabled him to preach even with

eloquence in French and Italian, but to make

himself under stood by people from all parts of the

world. 

An instance of this may be given: 

When ordered by the Holy See to preach the

Lenten sermons at Rome, he was perfectly

understood by the immense multitude from all

nations, whom the renown of his great sanctity and

marvellous gifts had attracted. 

This same gift was of most frequent

occurrence during his missionary career. 
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5. Why St. Antony is invoked for Lost and Mislaid

Things?

The following incident in the life of St.

Antony accounts for his being invoked for lost and

mislaid articles: 

During his stay at the Franciscan monastery

at Montpellier, St. Antony was not only engaged in

preaching, but also in teaching theology to his

younger brethren. The latter, weary of the monastic

life, suddenly left the monastery, taking with him

a book of psalms, copied and annotated by the saint

for the benefit of his pupils. The loss of this book

was deeply felt by St. Antony, as books at that time

were only written, the art of printing being

unknown- an ordinary book costing at least a

hundred dollars of our money. In the year 1240, the

monks at Camaldoli paid as much as two hundred

gold ducats for an illuminated missal. Whole

fortunes sometimes were spent in the purchase of

a single book. 

What pained the saint even more than the

loss of a work invaluable to him, was the outrage

committed against God and the spiritual danger

threatening the culprit. The saint, with his usual

trust in God, at once betook himself to prayer,
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humbly imploring the divine mercy on the

unhappy youth and at the same time asking for the

restitution of his book. His prayer was barely

finished before it was heard. Just at that moment,

as the thief was about to cross a bridge, the devil,

in the shape of a hideous Negro, appeared before

him with an axe in his hand, threatening at once to

kill him and trample him under foot if he did not

immediately retrace his steps. The novice, terrified

at the sight of the monster, hastened to obey and

falling at the feet of the servant of God, not only

gave back the book, but implored forgiveness,

begging to be readmitted into the monastery. The

saint, full of gratitude to God, readily forgave the

culprit, warning him at the same time against the

snares of the devil and encouraging him to

persevere in his holy vocation. 

The stolen book has been for years preserved

in the Franciscan monastery at Bologna. 

6. The Apparition of the Holy Child.  

The Friars Minor had no monastery within

the walls of Padua, the nearest one at Arcella,

outside the city, being about three-quarters of an

hour’s walk. It often happened that, owing to the

gates being closed early in the evening, it was
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impossible for the saint on account of his missionary

work to return home. But he easily found a night’s

shelter among his friends. Tito Borghese, Count of

Campo San Pietro, one of the saint’s dearest friends,

was among the few whom he honoured the most

with his presence. This noble man had so great a

veneration for him that he carefully noted down all

that took place during his visits, even rising up at

night to watch his guest through the keyhole. Once,

when thus visiting him, he noticed an extra ordinary

light piercing through the chinks of the saint’s

apartments. Anxious to discover the cause of this,

he drew near and to his great surprise saw through

the cracks of the door St. Antony holding a beautiful

child in his arms, whom he was lovingly caressing.

His host was first at a loss to understand how this

lovely infant had entered the apartment of his guest,

but soon discovered through his majestic bearing

and the rapture of St. Antony, that the child was no

other than our divine Lord, who, under this form

had come to console, encourage and strengthen His

faithful servant. The apparition lasted some time,

then suddenly disappeared, leaving the room in

total darkness. At once the saint rose from his

prayers, and on going to his bedroom, knocked

against his host in the dark.

7. Bilocation of the Saint 

Another wonderful miracle has been handed

down to posterity. Whilst preaching on Easter

Sunday in the cathedral at Montpellier the saint

suddenly remembered he had to sing the Alleluia

at the convent Mass. He paused for an instant and

was silent, as if trying to get breath. But in reality

he was singing the Alleluia in his own monastery,

after which he resumed his sermon. Such

occurrences naturally caused St. Antony to be held

in great veneration by everybody.

12. ST ANTONY’S ROSARY

It is composed of 39 beads. On each bead

say one Our Father, Hail Mary and Glory be

preceded by one of the following invocations.
